From the Editor-in-Chief

After the call for papers in the spring issue, there were an increasing number of submissions for
fall 2019. GMJ—TR received a great number of manuscripts during the summer months. At
the end of August, the e-mail inbox of GMJ—TR was full of academic articles and reviewer
reports. The papers presenting original research in the field of communication and covering
new media as well as traditional media were interesting. However, the most exciting part was
reading the original findings of the research carried out about, for, and with young people
(including their thoughts while starting the new academic year) and young university
students.

Exploring the opportunities new media offers young members of political parties in Turkey, the
article investigates the effects of the traditional mainstream media; interacting with young
students and using critical media literacy theory to contribute to the field, it identifies the
characteristics of education programs and educators in media literacy. Another study explores
alternative media in the global world as a social necessity for accessing or producing knowledge
in the information age. It emphasizes the importance of visual culture and explains multiliteracy
and multimodality. Turkey’s alternative media organizations and their classification is the
subject of another paper. Furthermore, the findings of a study reveal that Turkish university
students have doubts regarding foreign capital in Turkish media.

In the discussion of traditional media, it is described as a versatile field of struggle where
dominant discourses and ideologies are built. With examples from Turkish media, news within
the framework of public interest is interrogated to find out whether public resources are used
correctly and serve the public interest. An article on Turkish newspapers examines news items
found to create an impression of an incident and present a partial idea of what really happened,
leading people to think partially about contemporary issues. In addition, website analysis to
understand the North Korean political system reveals how media is shaped under the banner of
ideology.

The role and importance of information technology in health communication in the USA is
studied because the process of moving information is accelerating. Monumentalism,
experimentalism, and sensationalism are also discussed as being characteristics of the current
culture industry. Good news comes in the form of research findings that reveal that the work
environment is equal to or more important than salary and benefits in the employer branding
process. We also share the happiness of young Egyptian students through Egyptian research
findings about new media being associated with happiness to a greater extent than traditional
media.

An essay to appreciate Turkish women contributors of the Kadin Gazetesi (Journal for women)
will take the readers back to 1960s through the covers.

We would like to express our appreciation and gratefulness to our reviewers for their valuable
contribution to the researchers.

2019 Bahar sayisindaki makale ¢agrisinin ardindan, Global Media Journal TR’nin giiz sayist
icin gonderilen bilimsel ¢aligmalarin sayilar1 yazin giderek artti. Agustos sonunda derginin
posta kutusu akademik makaleler ve hakem raporlari ile dolmustu. Iletisim alaninda 6zgiin
aragtirmalar sunan, yeni medyanin yani sira geleneksel medyay1 da kapsayan ¢aligsmalarin timii
cok ilgingti. Ancak yeni bir akademik yila geng tliniversite 6grencileri ile baslarken gencler
iizerine, gencler i¢in, genglerin diislincelerini de iceren 6zgiin arastirma bulgularin1 okumak
heyecan verici idi.

Yeni medyanin Tiirkiye’deki siyasal partilerin geng iiyelerine sundugu olanaklari irdeleyen bir
calisma geleneksel medyanin etkilerini de belirliyor. Geng 0grencilerle goriismeler yoluyla
sianan elestirel medya okuryazarlig1 olgusunun kavramsal ¢ergevesi olusturuluyor ve egitim
programlarina sunuluyor. Kiiresel diinyada “gorsel kiiltiir’iin yan sira alternatif medyanin
sosyal zorunlulugu olan bilgi liretmekte ve bilgiye ulasabilmekte metinlerdeki ¢coklu bigimli,
coklu yazarlik bilgisinin énemi vurgulaniyor. Tiirkiye’de alternatif medya kuruluslar1 ve
siniflandirilmalart bir bagka calismanin konusunu olusturuyor. Bunlarin da G&tesinde, bir
arastirmanin sonuglar1 Tiirk iiniversite 0grencilerinin Tiirk medyasinda yabanci sermayeye
kugkuyla baktiklarini ortaya koyuyor.

Geleneksel medyay1 irdeleyen bir ¢calisma medyay1 egemen sdylemlerin ve ideolojilerin insa
edildigi ¢ok yonlii bir miicadele alani olarak tanimlaniyor. Tiirk medyasindan 6rnekler verilerek
medyanin haberleri verirken kamu kaynaklarinin yerinde kullanilip kullanilmadiginin
denetlenmesi Oneriliyor. Yasanan bir olay1 ele alan bir ¢aligma Tiirkiye’de yayimnlanan
gazetelerin olaylar1 gercek olmayan bir bi¢gimde aktararak okurlarna gergekte ne yasandigi
tizerine kisith fikir verdiklerini, bdylece giincel konular {izerine kapsamli fikirlerin olugsmasini
engellediklerini belirtiyor. Ote yandan, Kuzey Kore’ye iligkin bir arastirma medyanin siyasal
ideoloji ekseninde sekillendigi sonucuna vartyor. Bilginin devinim siirecinin ¢ok hizli bir
sekilde artmasi tlizerine ABD’de saglik uygulamalarinda sosyal medyanin ne sekilde
kullanildig: irdeleniyor. Cagdas kiiltiire de bir baska ¢aligma biiyiik boyutlu sanatla bakiyor.
Son olarak, c¢alisma ortaminin alinan iicretten daha 6nemli bulunmasima iliskin bulgulari
sevindirici buluyor, Misir’daki 6grencilere yeni medyanin getirdigi mutlulugu da paylasiyoruz.

Kapaklart bizleri 1960’l1 yillara gotiirecek olan Kadin Gazetesi’nin kadin gazetecilerini de
“goniil borcu” olarak bir “deneme” yazisinda anmak istedik.
